Ten Guidelines From God

Samaritan Counseling Corner 
By the time you read this, it will be approximately two weeks since the tornado 
tore through our town.  A lot more than buildings are battered and broken.  A lot 
of hopes and dreams are, too.  There has been a good bit written and spoken about 
post-traumatic stress disorder, and rightly so for those who lost everything, but 
there is something else I want to caution about.  The news media says that there 
have been 2.5 volunteers for every one person affected by the tornado, and that 
outpouring of compassion is fantastic.  It makes me proud to be part of the 
Prattville community.  Yet all those volunteers are vulnerable, in varying degrees, 
to the “something else” I am talking about - compassion fatigue.  Those of us who 
work with trauma know that trauma infects the helpers, not just those directly 
affected.  Seeing the physical and emotional pain on the faces of the survivors 
takes its toll.  So what can you do?  First of all, do help.  Do get involved in the 
rebuilding.  But when you do, be very sure you are making time for good self-
care.  Practice your spiritual disciplines of prayer, Bible reading, etc., as never 
before.  You, the helpers, need them as never before.  Stay connected with your 
friends and family, including your church family, as never before.  Others’ pain is 
too great a burden to bear alone.  And if you find that you are thinking about the 
things you have seen and the stories you have heard all the time, so that you don’t 
sleep well or eat well, or you have intrusive thoughts that you don’t want, call 
262-7787 for a confidential appointment.  Together we can help you recover from 
the compassion fatigue.
